UC and CAL STATES A-G ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS
A. History/ Social Science-2 years required

Two years of history social science to include: one year of U.S. History, Civics, or American Government, and one year of world history, culture and geography.

B. English- 4 years required 
Four years of college preparatory English that includes frequent and regular writing and reading of classic, modern literature and poetry.

C. Mathematics-3 years required, 4 years recommended 

Three years, including elementary algebra, geometry and second year algebra. Mathematics courses taken in grades 7 and 8 (with a minimum grade of C) may be used to fulfill part of this requirement if the high school accepts them as equivalent courses.  ALGEBRA II is minimum.
D. Laboratory Science -2 years required, 3 recommended

Two years of laboratory science providing fundamental knowledge in at least two of these three areas: Biology, chemistry and physics. (Lab Courses in earth/space sciences are acceptable as prerequisites or if they provide basic knowledge in the three areas.) 

 1 year biology + 1 year chemistry or physics,  Env.Science counts as either biology or chemistry  

E. Foreign Language -2 years required, 3 recommended 
Two years of the same language other than English, Courses should emphasize and understanding the language, and include instruction in grammar, vocabulary, reading, and composition.
 Passing AP Spanish language will waive this requirement; Spanish for speaker 1= 2years  
F.Visual and Performing Arts- 1 year required

Two semesters of the same approved arts courses from a single Visual and Performing Art area.
Theatre, art, band, ceramics, choir, drama, drawing, jazz, painting, sculpture etc. 
G. College Preparatory Electives- 1 year required 

Two semesters in addition to those above from the following area: visual and performing arts, history, social science, English, advanced Mathematics, laboratory science and foreign language, economics, etc.
